Students do not need to write summer book reports, but must 

be prepared to discuss and write compositions about the books during 
the first weeks of school in September.  Please have your child record 
the titles and authors of all books read over the summer on the record 
sheet that they will be given in English class, and sign your name 
when each book is completed.  This form is due on the first day of 
school.  Please talk with your child about how to make reading a 
part of his or her summer plans.
